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U of M pursues concept master planning for new
community with public input, new data

The University of Minnesota’s UMore Park leadership team is managing a multifaceted
approach to the creation of an innovative, University-founded community in Dakota County.
The following updates describe activities that draw on local and national planning and
development expertise, public input and the University’s research and education strengths.

U hires developer-planner team for concept master planning
¢ Design Workshop, Inc., based in Aspen, Colorado, was selected to be the University’s

developer-planner consultant team, and approved in early November by the Board of
Regents. Ten nationally-recognized firms submitted proposals to assist the UMore
Park management team with concept master planning on 5,000 acres of the property.
A concept master plan typically includes land use designations — residential, retail,
industrial and office space, housing types and styles, community facilities, quasi-
public space, other green space, and other uses — while also incorporating future
market flexibility. The Design Workshop team includes the Minneapolis-based firm
Hoisington Koegler Group Inc.

New reports highlight the U’s research, education, engagement opportunities
e Six task forces have completed reports on innovative ways to integrate University

research, education and engagement into the fabric of the new community.
Institutional strengths in education, health, energy, the environment, transportation and
infrastructure, technology, arts and culture and civic life, among others, will be core to
the identity of the new community, to benefit citizens and the broader region.
